Eligibility 
 

Sherwood Heights School scholarships are awarded to students who are applying for admission into grades one through eight.  

Applicants must demonstrate financial need as well as a commitment to academic excellence. 

 

 

Entrance Testing 
 

Selected scholarship candidates will be contacted, and an appointment will be scheduled for an interview, and a written test.
